A DOI (Digital Object Identifier) is a mix of letters and numbers that can be assigned to a digital document. The DOI is more permanent than a URL and can provide a terminate web address for a document. 
If you already have a DOI for your content or publication, you can add it to the appropriate Settings page to have it appear in citations and views.
Site administrators can also register new DOIs for any published works. The cost of this service depends on the type of work and the number of DOIs to register.
